Dear Parishioners of St. Theresa:

My name is Andrew Lewandowski, and [ am a seminarian studying at Mount St. Mary’s Seminary in Emmitsburg, MD. It
was with great enthusiasm and joy that I received word from Bishop Burbidge of my summer assignment here at St.
Theresa. My home parish is Saint Francis de Sales in Purcellville, so I have been blessed to be able to frequent your par-
ish from time to time over the past 20 years. You have a wonderful, vibrant and active parish with great priests —as well
as two great seminarian brothers I've been privileged to know. What an honor it was to serve here at Deacon Peter’s first
preaching Mass in April!

Born and raised in southwestern Pennsylvania, I am the 3rd of 6 children born to wonderful parents who took seriously
their call to raise us in the Catholic Faith. I have 4 brothers and 1 sister who are all married with children - 19 neph-
ews/nieces who are all growing up way too quickly. I grew up in a Polish ethnic parish and community in the Greens-
burg, PA diocese — was educated in our parish grade school and a diocesan high school. My parents have retired back to
our home in Pennsylvania. Two of my siblings currently live in the Pittsburgh area, but three of them live here in the
Arlington Diocese. So, I am very blessed to have family nearby.

After completing my undergraduate studies at the University of Pittsburgh in 1991, with a B.A. in political science, I re-
located to northern Virginia, working for a large aerospace company at a computer datacenter. I enjoyed the work and
the mission of the customer, and continued working in the IT industry for the next 25 years. I pursued and completed a
masters degree in information engineering from George Mason University in 1998 and started an IT consulting business
with a friend that same year.

I moved to Purcellville in 2001, and after transitioning to work-from-home in 2014, I became more and more active in my
parish faith community. At the same time, I was encountering a deepening interior conversion and profound growth in
my spiritual life. It came as an incredible surprise to me - this awakening desire and call to become a priest for Christ at
a more mature point in my life, and to spend the rest of my life in service to His Church. In August 2018, I entered the
Marians of the Immaculate Conception as a postulant. While I grew to love the community and its spiritual charism root-
ed in love and devotion for Our Lady, it also became clear to me that I was being called to the diocesan priesthood. After
leaving the community at the end of May 2019, I returned home to the Arlington Diocese, grateful to Bishop Burbidge’s
acceptance of me into the diocesan priestly formation program. Arriving at Mount St. Mary’s Seminary in August 2019, I
immediately knew I was right where Our Lord wanted me, at a proven and solid seminary rich in Marian devotion. I just
completed my pre-theology studies and look forward to beginning theological studies this coming Fall.

I enjoy fishing, hiking, being outdoors, as well as music. But spending time with loved ones, getting to know and en-
counter new people, and sharing Christ’s Gospel of love and mercy with others is my favorite past time. I look forward to
meeting as many of you as possible this summer, and I know that I have much to learn from you and your priests.
Please know that all of you are, and will remain, in my daily prayers from this point forward as we journey together to-
ward eternal life in God!
