Confession, Part II 
 
In last week’s bulletin column, I raised some of the most common questions about the Sacrament of Penance, commonly 
known as confession. This week, using the same simple “Q and A” format, let’s answer a few more. 
 
Q: How often should I go to confession? 
A: The quick answer is, “about once per month,” but it could be more often than that. Imagine a husband and wife who 
take a month-long trip together. They spend all day together, sharing every word and every experience. Wouldn’t you 
expect they would need to say, “I’m sorry” to each other for a few things, when that month was over? Of course they 
would! And yet, people fail to understand that the relationship we have with God is infinitely closer than that example. 
The vast majority of practicing Catholics do not go to confession nearly as often as God wishes. The Church tells us that 
we should go at least once per year, as a bare minimum, and that if we are guilty of a mortal sin, we should go as soon 
as we are able. Going once per month is a good habit to get into. 
 
Q: I’m not sure what to confess. Do I mention all my venial and mortal sins? 
A: Be certain to mention mortal sins, but it's not necessary to list every venial sin. Sacramental confession is the ordi-
nary way to receive God's forgiveness for mortal sin. Simply call the sin by its name, and mention how many times if you 
can remember. When confessing venial sins, focus on the ones you’re struggling with most. It's impossible to list every 
venial sin anyway. Let God's grace in this Sacrament touch those parts of your soul that most need healing and renewal. 
 
Q: Should I make notes before I go, or just walk in and say them from memory? 
A: Lots of people bring a written list of sins to confession, but I do not think it’s a good idea. When you tell your friend 
“I’m sorry,” do you read your offenses from a list? You already know what you need to say, don’t you? I recommend read-
ing sins from a written list only if you think you will forget them. Otherwise, simply let your conscience remember. Con-
science is the best memory of all. 
   
Q: I struggle with the same sins over and over, and I’m embarrassed to admit that. Is that normal? 
A: Yes! Please know that when we go to confession, we resolve not to commit the same sin again, but nothing is more 
common than the struggle to be faithful. There are three things needed to make a permanent change and leave sin be-
hind: regular prayer, real effort on our part, and sacramental confession. We must persevere in all three of these areas to 
make a real change. As our Lord told us, “The spirit is willing but the flesh is weak” (Mt 26: 41). If it were easy, we would 
all be saints by now! 
 
Q: Does confession have a time limit? When should I make an appointment with the priest instead of simply 
talking in confession? 
A: There is not a time limit for confession, but a conscientious priest knows there is a line of people waiting outside. For 
this reason, we should simply mention our sins by name and receive absolution in confession, but we should not make 
it a time for counseling. Some conversations will arise naturally, but they will almost always be focused and brief. You 
should make an appointment to see the priest if you need to talk more. 
 
If you have other confession questions, please tell me. I would be happy to answer them for you here. Until then, keep 
up your good Advent practices, and be sure to get to confession soon.
