The Monthly Devotions of the Year—April 
 
Each month of the year is traditionally devoted to one single aspect of our Catholic faith. In the month of April, we re-
member the Blessed Sacrament. The simple Catholic faith is that the Eucharist is Christ himself, hidden under the mys-
terious appearance of bread and wine. Countless ancient Christian writers testify to this fact. Here are a few quotations 
to help you deepen your understanding of this tremendous gift from Christ to us. 
 
Ignatius of Antioch 
"Take note of those who hold heterodox opinions on the grace of Jesus Christ. They abstain from the Eucharist and from 
prayer because they do not confess that the Eucharist is the flesh of our Savior Jesus Christ." (A.D. 110)  
 
Justin Martyr 
"We call this food Eucharist…not as common bread nor common drink do we receive these. The food which has been 
made into the Eucharist by the Eucharistic prayer set down by him, and by the change of which our blood and flesh is 
nurtured, is both the flesh and the blood of that incarnated Jesus" (A.D. 151)  
 
Clement of Alexandria 
"'Eat my flesh,' [Jesus] says, 'and drink my blood.' The Lord supplies us with these intimate nutrients, He delivers over 
his flesh and pours out his blood, and nothing is lacking for the growth of his children" (A.D. 191)  
 
Origen 
"Formerly, in an obscure way, there was manna for food; now, however, in full view, there is the true food, the flesh of 
the Word of God, as he himself says: 'My flesh is true food, and my blood is true drink' [John 6:56]" (A.D. 248)  
 
Cyril of Jerusalem 
"Do not, therefore, regard the bread and wine as simply that; for they are, according to the Master's declaration, the body 
and blood of Christ. Even though the senses suggest to you the other, let faith make you firm. Do not judge in this mat-
ter by taste, but be fully assured by the faith, not doubting that you have been deemed worthy of the body and blood of 
Christ . . . [Since you are] fully convinced that the apparent bread is not bread, even though it is sensible to the taste, 
but the body of Christ, and that the apparent wine is not wine, even though the taste would have it so, ... partake of that 
bread as something spiritual, and put a cheerful face on your soul" (A.D. 350)  
 
Theodore of Mopsuestia 
"When [Christ] gave the bread, he did not say, 'This is the symbol of my body,' but, 'This is my body.' In the same way, 
when he gave the cup of his blood he did not say, 'This is the symbol of my blood,' but, 'This is my blood'; for he wanted 
us to look upon the [Eucharistic elements] after their reception of grace and the coming of the Holy Spirit not according 
to their nature, but receive them as they are, the body and blood of our Lord. We ought . . . not regard [the elements] 
merely as bread and cup, but as the body and blood of the Lord, into which they were transformed by the descent of the 
Holy Spirit." (Catechetical Homilies 5:1 [A.D. 405]).
