The Sacred Symbol in the Church that No One Notices

Everyone notices the altar. Everyone notices the tabernacle. Everyone sees the statues, the candles, the pulpit, the sanc-
tuary lamp, and the stained glass. But there’s one sacred place in the church that almost no one ever notices, even
though it’s part of every Mass, for all of us. It’s the doors! You pass through them without thinking twice, but those few
inches of real estate between the outside world and the house of God are holy ground. Spiritually speaking, the doors of
the church are not just an entrance to a building. They’re a place where two worlds meet—one secular and one sacred—
and where you must make a deliberate, prayerful choice to pass from the one to the other.

The Door is a Border Between Realms
Outside the church—noise, pressure, distraction, temptation, anxiety, hurry, worry. Inside the church—silence, grace,
the angels, the Word, the Eucharist. When your foot crosses the threshold of the church, remember that you step out of
one spiritual realm and enter into another. As St. John Paul II once said, “The door evokes the passage from the realm of
sin to the realm of grace which every Christian is called to accomplish. Jesus said, 1 am the door’ (Jn 10:7) in order to
make it clear that no one can come to the Father except through Him. There is only one way that opens wide the en-
trance into this life of communion with God: Jesus, to whom the words of the psalmist are applied, ‘This is the door of
the Lord where the just may enter” (Ps 118:20).

The action of walking through the church door is meant to be a brief moment of prayer, in which you pass from the
“spirit of this world” into the living presence of God. For a moment, fix your mind on Christ, the doorway to eternal life.
Try to make a focused, conscious, prayerful decision to leave the past behind, and walk into God’s presence. You should
feel just a little bit different for having done it.

The Door is a Passageway to Heaven
Before you kneel. Before you speak. Before you sing. Before even the priest begins the Mass, your first sacred duty has
already been accomplished. You entered into God’s presence, and Heaven took notice. At the doors, your ordinary life
surrendered to God’s life, and secular activity was taken up into sacred mystery. The Fathers of the Church once taught
that angels wait at the church doors during every liturgy, to help you pass from earthly thoughts into heavenly attentive-
ness. Every entrance into church should be a small change—a reminder of your entrance into a higher realm.

Just a thought to remember, the next time you walk into the church. Don’t rush! Instead—pause, think, and pray.
You’re stepping into the throne room of the King of Heaven. You're entering into eternity’s embrace. You're standing on
sacred ground. No one else in this world may never see the change, but God always does.
