The Seven Capital Sins 
 
There are seven sins so basic that every sin we commit reduces to at least one of them. They are sometimes called 
“cardinal” sins (from the Latin word cardo, meaning “hinge.”) They are sometimes called “deadly” sins (although these 
seven were never intended to be a listing of the worst sins.) Most accurately, they are called the “capital” sins (from the 
Latin word caput, meaning “head.”)  
 
Every sin is the misuse of a good thing God has given us, but our temptation is to misuse them for our purposes instead 
of for God's. The seven basic ways we do this are: 
 
Gluttony: Gluttony is the misuse of food. This could be overeating, fixating on food that is unhealthy, or being exces-
sively concerned about a food’s quality or preparation. Of the seven capital sins, gluttony is the easiest to work on. As 
your soul gains mastery over its appetite, it also gains strength to make progress in other areas. All the saints have un-
derstood that defeating the power of gluttony is an essential strategic win in the larger spiritual battle. 
 
Lust: Lust is the misuse of sex. Sex has a purpose and a design in God's plan; and when used as God intended, not only 
is sex good, but it is holy. In fact, it is sacramental. Sex is the complete and total self-giving of a man to a woman, body 
and spirit, which can only be authentic within the vowed covenant of matrimony, always open to the possibility of new 
human life. Whenever sex is misused, Jesus is very merciful, but this sin leaves deep scars on the soul which are not 
quickly healed. 
 
Avarice, or Greed: Avarice is the misuse of material things. We have all been gifted by God, some more and others less. 
In God's design, we are meant to give what we have for the benefit of others, each according to his state in life. Avarice is 
the sin of keeping for one’s self what was meant to be given to someone in need. Those who have been given more have a 
sacred charge to share with those who have been given less. At one time or another, we will all be in need, or have an 
abundance. At times we grow by generosity, and at other times, by gratitude for the generosity of another person. This is 
all according to a beautiful, divine plan. Stinginess and miserliness are the hallmarks of those who suffer from the sin of 
avarice. 
 
Sloth: Sloth is the misuse of rest. Everyone needs a rest, but when rest is an end in itself, we have fallen into a trap. 
Examples of sloth are: resting when we are not tired; neglecting our duties to our family, such as tasks around the 
home; neglecting our duty to our employer by failing to work a full day, as we ought; neglecting our duties to God, such 
as failing to attend Mass or to set aside time for prayer and the sacraments.  Sloth can also mean failing to care for our 
own health, education, and well-being. 
 
Envy: Envy is sadness at the good fortune of another person. This is the saddest sin of all, since envy is not even enjoya-
ble in the slightest. Jealousy is related to envy, but is not as deep a fault. Envy focuses on a person, whereas jealousy 
focuses on a thing. Envy says, “why did John have to win a vacation to Hawaii?” Jealousy says, “Geez…I wish I could 
win a vacation to Hawaii!” As a priest, I can assure you that of the seven capital sins, envy is the one least-mentioned in 
confession. 
 
Anger: Anger is the most complicated sin of the seven. Anger is the irascible appetite we feel when something interferes 
with a good thing we are trying to obtain. Thus, anger can be a virtue or a sin, depending on what good we are seeking. 
Jesus was justified when he showed anger at the money changers in the temple. That moment you showed anger at the 
careless driver who just caused you to miss a traffic light?...not so much! 
 
Pride: Of all the capital sins, pride is the worst. Pride is not a warm feeling of loyalty to your school, or your country, or 
your family. The sin of pride is the will to exalt yourself above another person, and ultimately, to exalt yourself above the 
will of God. Pride takes no joy in being smart, or pretty, or talented—but only in being smarter, prettier, or more talented 
than someone else. This sin is by far the deepest in all of us, and the most difficult to conquer. 
 
Next week, I will explain how the seven capital sins are related to one another. Understanding that is a powerful help to 
making spiritual progress.
