Our priests there serve not only the sacramental needs of the people, but also help provide
access to more basic necessities such as food, medicine, potable water, and education. We have a parish school there
that educates 250 children from kindergarten through eighth grade. The Banica mission continues because of the sup-
port of parishioners like you.

“MCP” in the memo line. That will make sure the funds go to the “Mission Cooperative Plan” this year. You may drop a
check in the collection basket, or in the boxes by the exits of church.
